
Famous surfer and lifeguard in Hawaii killed in deadly shark attack

Description

A tragic incident occurred in Hawaii on Sunday when Tamayo Perry, a skilled surfer and lifeguard known for
his charisma and Hollywood appearances, was killed in an apparent shark attack.
