
Harvey Weinstein Denies New Sex Crime Charge in Retrial

Description

Harvey Weinstein faced new charges of sex crimes in a New York City courtroom on Wednesday. He pleaded
not guilty to a count of criminal sexual act in the first degree. This charge involves engaging in oral or anal
sexual conduct with another person through force. The Manhattan District Attorney revealed that the charge
stemmed from an alleged assault in 2006.

Weinstein, a former Hollywood producer, is recovering from heart surgery and takes multiple medications.
Over 80 women have accused him of sexual misconduct, sparking the #MeToo movement. Weinstein denies
the allegations, claiming the encounters were consensual. A previous conviction against him was overturned
due to trial errors, leading to a retrial.
