
Healers in Final Fantasy 14 Prepare to Take Action When Dawntrail is
Released

Description

Healer mains in Final Fantasy 14 have been expressing their dissatisfaction with the game's treatment
of the healer role for months, and now they are taking action by going on strike. The strike, which was
initiated on June 9 by a Scholar main named Gemina, aims to protest against the perceived simplification
and devaluation of the healer job in the game. Participants in the strike are being asked to refrain from
taking on any healer jobs in group content such as dungeons, raids, and trials.

The tipping point for the strike came after the release of Dawntrail previews, which showcased a four-
person party completing a dungeon without a healer. This raised concerns among healers about the
diminishing usefulness of their role in the game. Players are frustrated with the continuous changes that
have made healer rotations more simplistic and less engaging compared to DPS and tank roles.

Despite initial doubts about the effectiveness of the strike, players are hopeful that Square Enix will
address their grievances and make necessary changes to improve the healer experience in the game. The 
strike has garnered support from over 300 pages of comments, indicating a strong collective voice within
the healer community. The strike is set to officially begin after the release of the new expansion, Dawntrail,
on July 2.
