Description

more supply than demand.

Low electricity prices are good for people, but they make it hard to attract investments in the industry. To
solve this problem, Spain wants to speed up the electrification of the economy, reducing the use of fossil 
fuels. This change to cleaner energy needs more effort from both people and industries to keep the energy
system balanced.
