As the world celebrated Robert Downey Jr.'s momentous victory at the Oscar awards, Johnny Depp's
congratulatory message was met with unexpected hiccups.

Johnny Depp, best recognized for his role in the 'Pirates of the Caribbean' series, generated social media
buzz not for his congratulatory words but due to the photoshopped image he posted alongside.

Downey returned home holding the prized Oscar for 'Best Supporting Actor' to his mantle, recognized for his
brilliant portrayal of Lewis Strauss in Christopher Nolan's 'Oppenheimer'. This victory marked an appealing
inflection point in the actor's career, which features a chequered past, including an imprisonment sentence
in the late '90s pertaining to drug charges.
