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Jurors Chosen for Alec Baldwin’s Rust Shooting Trial

Description

A jury has been selected to hear the trial of actor Alec Baldwin, who is facing an involuntary manslaughter
charge following a fatal shooting on a film set in New Mexico. The incident occurred in October 2021 when a
gun Mr. Baldwin was handling went off during a scene rehearsal, resulting in the death of cinematographer
Halyna Hutchins and injuring director Joel Souza. The trial is set to begin in Santa Fe, New Mexico, with Mr.
Baldwin pleading not guilty to the charge. The key question in the case revolves around whether Mr.
Baldwin pulled the trigger intentionally or if the gun malfunctioned. The trial is expected to last for 10 days,
during which Mr. Baldwin's defence team will argue that he was not responsible for the gun's safety on set.
Regardless of the trial outcome, Mr. Baldwin is facing civil lawsuits and challenges in his acting career.
