
Pooh Shiesty’s Lawyer Comments on Gucci Mane Case

Description

According to The Dallas Morning News, Pooh Shiesty's lawyer, John Helms, spoke about the case in an
interview on Friday, April 3. Helms, who is based in Dallas, recently joined the case and described his client
as a talented entertainer experiencing significant success. He believes the allegations from federal
authorities oversimplify a complicated situation.

Helms stated that the government presents the matter as a money dispute between Shiesty and his label,
Gucci's 1017 Records. He suggested that the motivations of those involved are often misunderstood. There
have been ongoing rumours that Shiesty wishes to leave his contract with the record label.

If convicted, Pooh Shiesty faces a potential life sentence. He is among nine individuals charged with
kidnapping and robbing rapper Guwop and two associates during a meeting at a Dallas recording studio.
