This is the ninth piece in Banksy's surprise
animal art series around London.

London Zoo has confirmed that the artwork on their shutters is the final piece in Banksy's animal art trail
across the city, which began on August 5.

The zoo spokesperson described the artwork as "absolutely brilliant" and assured that it would be preserved.
